

Camp Mendocino Accommodations
Primitive:  

Ample and beautiful space abounds for Camping among the Redwoods or along the Noyo River.  You can be as remote or as near to the facilities as you choose.

Upgraded for WomanSpirit 2012! We heard you when you shared last year that the beds in the cabins and teepees sagged.  The wonderful staff at Camp Mendocino worked with us to upgrade the beds to provide the full support a Goddess of the earth must have to enjoy a good night’s sleep!  New springs and a full sheet of wood have been installed on the beds.
The Cabins are quite primitive, but the surroundings are exquisite!  True to the nature of camp-style, the cabins are built with half-walls (think Hawai’i) roll-up canvas screens, solid roof, and either a wood or concrete floor.  There are six metal bunk beds in each, with 2”-3” waterproof covered mattresses.  Only the bottom bunks will be used.  The top bunks are for Goddesses to use as storage and “shelving”.  There is no electricity or outlets in the cabins.  Please bring a battery operated light/lantern.  The cabins are not heated.  The bathrooms and showers are within 20-75’ of the cabins, and have ¾ walls, affording lovely views of the redwoods.  The electricity in the baths cannot handle hair dryers, etc.  Bring your own bedding/sleeping bags and towels.
The Teepees are quite primitive, but the surroundings are gorgeous!  The canvas teepees have wood floors and hold 6 metal bunk beds with 2”-3” waterproof covered mattresses.  Only the bottom bunks will be used, as the top bunks are for Goddesses to us as storage or “shelving”.  There is no electricity or outlets in the teepees.  Please bring a battery operated light/lantern.  The teepees are not heated.  The bathrooms and showers are within 30-65’ of the teepees, and have ¾ walls, offering beautiful views of teepees and trees.  The electricity in the baths cannot handle hair dryers, etc.  Bring your own bedding/sleeping bags and towels.

Premium:

The Quad rooms are similar to a spacious motel room with all the “luxuries” like doors and windows, a private bath with shower/tub, and electric outlets in room and bath!  Some shelving, and a couple of feet of closet rod to store all you goddess wear.  The four beds have regular twin-sized mattresses [6”-8” thick] on large-format wooden bunk beds.  The two upper bunks have open wooden steps – something between stairs and a ladder – leading up to them.  Please bring your own bedding, blankets, pillows, etc. and towels.
The Double rooms are similar to a spacious motel room with the same luxuries as the Quad room.  Doubles have one Queen and one Twin bed; some Doubles have two Twin beds, all with regular-sized mattresses.  Please bring your own bedding, blankets, pillows, etc. and towels.
